Event Details: 

• Activity: Colour Run (with powdered paint) 
• Supervision: Staff will be present at all times and will supervise the throwing of paint 
• Paint: All coloured powder used is non-toxic, biodegradable, and safe for skin and 

clothing. However, it may cause temporary discolouration 
 
What your child will need to bring: 

• A white t-shirt (colour shows up best on white clothing) 
• Sunglasses or protective eyewear (to shield eyes from powder) 
• A change of clothes and a towel for after the run 
• A shower cap if they prefer to keep powder out of their hair 
• Plastic bag for coloured clothes after the event 

 
Medical & Safety Notes: 

• Students with asthma or respiratory issues should consult with staff beforehand 
• Any known allergies or medical concerns must be noted on the form 
• Powder will be kept away from faces as much as possible.
